EXHIBITIONS

•	 Moving projections on the floor and walls, accompanied by music.    

•	 3 exhibitions - In the Hall: From Vermeer to Van Gogh, Dutch Masters & Mondriaan, An Abundance
       of Colour. In the Studio: Infinite Horizons.  

•	 It is a self-guided visit (not a guided tour).  

•	 A visit takes one hour in total.

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THE VISIT 
•	 Upon arrival, one teacher should present themselves to the ticket booth with the group ticket (printed 

or on a smartphone). One of our hosts will guide the group to the gates and let everyone in.  

•	 A limited number of lockers may be found at the entrance, for jackets and bags. We kindly request 
you bring as little with you as possible. Pupils may also bring their bags into the exhibition spaces, but 
must wear their bag at all times.  

ACCESSIBILITY 
Fabrique des Lumières is accessible for wheelchair users. The exhibitions and disabled toilet are located 
on the ground floor.    

AFTER THE VISIT
You will receive an invoice within 1 month after the school visit. Schools located in the Netherlands can 
also opt to pay via the Cultuurkaart.
